ICCCASU Roundtable: Caring for Individuals Seeking
Assistance at Urban Intersections

Roundtable participants at the University of Ottawa, April 30, 2026

On April 30, 2026, ICCCASU held a bilingual roundtable on panhandling at urban intersections at the University
of Ottawa. The event brought together scholars, policymakers, and community practitioners to examine
panhandling not as an isolated behaviour, but as part of broader structural pressures related to housing
affordability, poverty, mental health, addiction, and public-space governance.

A central message of the discussion was the need to balance human dignity with public safety and to move
beyond enforcement-only responses. The roundtable connected local evidence from Ottawa and Toronto with
national homelessness trends and international perspectives, helping frame the issue as a complex urban
challenge that requires coordinated and evidence-based responses.

Beyond the opening discussion, the roundtable also moved through a more detailed evidence base.
Presentations and panel exchanges connected panhandling at intersections to both local governance and
national homelessness trends: the ICCCASU Toronto project drew on approximately 300 interviews to clarify
distinctions between passive and aggressive solicitation and to question common assumptions about traffic
safety, while national evidence showed visible homelessness rising sharply across Canadian communities. The
discussion therefore pointed toward responses that combine housing and service supports, harm-reduction and
outreach models, and careful attention to intersection safety, rather than relying mainly on fines or
displacement-based enforcement.

Next steps. Since the roundtable, ICCCASU has continued contacting key partners to gather feedback on the
first event, discuss how best to prepare a second roundtable, and explore possible opportunities for future joint
funding applications. At the same time, the organizing committee has decided to launch a call for papers for a
CDIBP special issue on panhandling and homelessness through ICCCASU’s online journal hosted on the
University of Ottawa OJS system. The aim is to compare international experiences, since these cases can help
us better understand the phenomenon and identify possible policy and community-based responses.

Le 30 avril 2026, ''CCCASU a organisé, a I'Université d'Ottawa, une table ronde bilingue sur la mendicité aux
intersections urbaines. L'événement a réuni des chercheurs, des décideurs publics et des praticiens
communautaires afin d’examiner la mendicité non pas comme un comportement isolé, mais comme le reflet de
pressions structurelles plus larges liées a I'abordabilité du logement, a la pauvreté, a la santé mentale, aux
dépendances et a la gouvernance des espaces publics.

Un message central des échanges était la nécessité de concilier dignité humaine et sécurité publique, tout en
dépassant les réponses fondées uniquement sur des mesures coercitives. La table ronde a mis en relation des
données locales provenant d’Ottawa et de Toronto avec les tendances nationales de I'itinérance ainsi que des

perspectives internationales, ce qui a permis de présenter la question comme un défi urbain complexe
nécessitant des réponses coordonnées et fondées sur des données probantes.

Au-dela des discussions d'ouverture, I'événement a également permis d'approfondir la base empirique du
débat. Les présentations et les échanges en panel ont relié la mendicité aux intersections aux enjeux de
gouvernance locale et aux tendances nationales de litinérance. Le projet torontois d'ICCCASU, fondé sur
environ 300 entretiens, a hotamment permis de clarifier les distinctions entre sollicitation passive et agressive
et de remettre en question certaines perceptions courantes concernant la sécurité routiere. Parallélement, les
données nationales ont montré une hausse importante de litinérance visible dans plusieurs collectivités
canadiennes. Les discussions ont ainsi mis de I'avant des approches combinant soutien au logement et aux
services sociaux, stratégies de réduction des méfaits et interventions de proximité communautaire, ainsi qu’une
attention particuliere a la sécurité aux intersections, plutdt qu’'un recours principal aux amendes ou aux
stratégies de déplacement.

Prochaines étapes. Depuis la tenue de la table ronde, 'lICCCASU poursuit ses échanges avec des
partenaires clés afin de recueillir des commentaires sur ce premier événement, de réfléchir a la préparation
d’'une deuxieme table ronde et d'explorer d'éventuelles possibilités de demandes conjointes de financement.
Parallélement, le comité organisateur a décidé de lancer un appel a contributions pour un numéro spécial de
CDIBP consacré a la mendicité et a I'itinérance, dans le cadre de la revue en ligne d'ICCCASU hébergée sur la
plateforme OJS de I'Université d’Ottawa. L'objectif est de comparer différentes expériences internationales afin
de mieux comprendre ce phénoméne et d'identifier des pistes de réponses politiques et communautaires
adaptées.

Locations: Shanghai and Hangzhou.

Hosts identified in planning materials: Shanghai Jiao Tong University and Zhejiang University of Technology.
Format: two-day workshop with expert panels, policy sessions, case studies, and site visits.

Core focus: mid-rise housing, wood-based construction, prefabrication, modular systems, advanced construction
technologies, and modern methods of construction.

Building on the foundation established by the 1st Canada-China Housing Workshop in Ottawa in 2024 (please
read more about the first workshop at https://icccasu.com/canada-china-housing-workshop/), ICCCASU is
preparing the 2nd Canada-China Housing Workshop for October 2026. The planned two-day event will be
hosted by Shanghai Jiao Tong University and Zhejiang University of Technology and will bring together
academic, policy, and industry partners from both countries.

The workshop will focus on shared housing challenges and opportunities, especially housing affordability,
sustainability, construction productivity, and urban livability. Particular attention will be given to mid-rise
housing, advanced wood construction, prefabrication, modular systems, and modern methods of construction.
The workshop is designed not only as an academic exchange, but also as a knowledge-mobilization platform
linking research, policy, manufacturing, forestry, and urban development.

The proposed discussions also speak directly to current policy shifts in China toward urban renewal, housing
quality, and more livable cities, as well as to Canadian strengths in wood construction, low-carbon building, and

future Canada-China collaboration in housing innovation.

Poverty and social marginalization are increasingly visible in cities across North America.

Streets and intersections are frequently occupied by individuals whose circumstances and
behaviours fall outside c of public life. at traffic
intersections has become a particularly visible, though still insufficiently understood, example

of this. While often interpreted as an individual choice or isolated behaviour, panhandling is
connected to wider structural pressures, including housing insecurity, income instability,
mental health challenges, substance use, and social exclusion. Because it occurs in highly
trafficked and symbolically important public spaces, it also raises broader questions about how
cities manage shared space, public order, safety, and social vulnerability. It also raises broader
questions about the right to the city, access to public space, and the line between individual
freedom and collective responsibility.

This special issue invites that examine lations in public space
as a complex, multidimensional social phenomenon and explore how cities interpret, regulate,
and respond to it. Papers should advance comparative and evidence-based perspectives from
across Canada and internationally, while fostering dialogue among researchers, policymakers,
and practitioners in support of more informed, coordinated, and humane  responses.

Emergent Urbanism and Urban Futures in the Global South

“This bilingual special issue examines contemporary urban transformations in the Global South
in contexts marked by partial or contested infrastructures, social and environmental
vulnerabilities, and the reconfiguration of public action. Its central question is the following:
through what processes do forms of emergent urbanism take shape, and how do they configure
urban futures? The use of this notion seeks to shift attention beyond frameworks that reduce
these dynamics to informality alone. The issue is organized around three thematic axes.

Axis 1. Ordinary Making of the City: practices through which residents, collectives, and
local actors produce, transform, and stabilize urban spaces

Axis 2. ions, and Urban in which
technical networks, institutions, and local arrangements coexist, overlap, or come into tension.
Axis 3. Crises, Vulnerabilities, and Urban Futures: effects of ecological, social, or security
crises on ways of inhabiting, forms of coordination, and possible urban futures.

The issue invites empirically grounded contributions based on fieldwork, case studies, or
comparative approaches. It welcomes work on cities in Africa, Asia, Latin America, and the
Caribbean. Articles may examine localized dynamics or propose transregional comparisons,
provided they are grounded in clearly identified empirical materials. Theoretical perspectives
should help refine the analytical categories of emergent urbanism in dialogue with
contemporary debates in urban studies, the sociology of space, and critical geography.

Guidelines for Authors
Article structure. Each article should include the following sections: introduction,
‘methodology, results, discussion, and conclusion.

Format and length. Articles must not exceed 8,000 words (including references, notes,
captions, and tables). Manuscript in 12-point Times man, double-s arvard
referencing style. A ttle page should include the title, a es and affilia
head, and the corresponding author's contact information.

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Emerging Canada-Europe Housing Collaboration /

Collaboration émergente Canada-Europe sur le logement

ICCCASU has also begun developing a new housing-related collaboration with several European partners.
Recent remarks by Prime Minister Mark Carney on the importance of cooperation among middle-power
countries provide a useful broader context for this work. The initiative creates an opportunity to connect
Canadian and European experiences in housing research, policy, and practice.

At this early stage, the team is considering participation from seven or eight European countries, including
France, Germany, Spain, the Netherlands, Austria, Denmark, the United Kingdom, and possibly other partners.
The first objective is to organize a conference or workshop, likely to be held in Ottawa, as a platform for
dialogue on housing affordability, construction innovation, and comparative urban policy. An initial online
meeting with European colleagues has already taken place, and a follow-up meeting is planned for early June.
The next step is to prepare a small-scale funding proposal to support the organization of the event.

L'ICCCASU a également commencé a développer une nouvelle collaboration liée au logement avec plusieurs
partenaires européens. Les récentes déclarations du premier ministre Mark Carney sur l'importance de la
coopération entre puissances moyennes offrent un contexte plus large et pertinent pour cette initiative. Ce
projet crée une occasion de mettre en relation les expériences canadiennes et européennes en matiere de
recherche, de politiques publiques et de pratiques liées au logement.

A ce stade préliminaire, I'équipe envisage la participation de sept ou huit pays européens, notamment la
France, I'Allemagne, I'Espagne, les Pays-Bas, I'Autriche, le Danemark, le Royaume-Uni et possiblement
d’autres partenaires. Le premier objectif est d’'organiser une conférence ou un atelier, probablement a Ottawa,
comme plateforme de dialogue sur I'abordabilité du logement, I'innovation dans la construction et les politiques
urbaines comparatives. Une premiere réunion en ligne avec des collegues européens a déja eu lieu, et une
réunion de suivi est prévue au début du mois de juin. La prochaine étape consistera a préparer une proposition
de financement & petite échelle afin de soutenir I'organisation de cet événement.
